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Cir culating Collection

The collection provides resources to support the 
UniversityÕs academic programs.  Circulating 
books are shelved by call number on the second 
ßoor, and may be borrowed and returned at the 
Þrst ßoor Circulation desk.  Patrons must have a 
valid Bowie Card or other University System of 
Maryland and AfÞliated Institutions (USMAI) ID to 
borrow books.  Patrons are responsible for re-
turning borrowed materials on time and in good 
condition.

Loa ns

The loan period of BSU circulating books for un-
dergraduate students is 30 days.  Graduate stu-
dents may borrow books for 90 days, and Faculty 
may borrow books for up to 180 days before re-
newal.  Items borrowed through the BSU online 
catalog from other institutions are governed by 
the institution of originÕs borrowing policies.  
Please check with BSU circulation staff if assis-
tance is needed determining when a borrowed 
item is due.

Holds a nd R ecalls

Holds permit patrons to queue up for materials 
and receive notiÞcation of availability as items are 
returned on or around the due dates.  Recalls 
allow patrons to request material(s) from others 
before the scheduled due date.  Any BSU or USM 
students, faculty or staff with a valid ID and an 
account in good standing can use the Online 
CatalogÕs Request  feature to place a hold or re-
call.  Patrons can track the status of holds and 
recalls by visiting http://catalog.umd.edu, and click-
ing on ÔMy Account Õ in the upper-right corner of 
the screen.

Loaned materials can be renewed online up to 
two additional times, unless requested by another 
patron, and only if the items are not overdue.  Go 

to: http://catalog.umd.edu and click on ÔMy      
Account Õ in the upper-right corner of the screen.

Ov er due Notices a nd Late F ees

Patrons are responsible for returning loaned items by 
the due date assigned, and in good condition.  It is the 
practice of the library to remind borrowers shortly 
after an item becomes overdue.  There is a three-day 
grace period from the date an item is due.  Please con-
sider this a Þne amnesty period, not an additional loan 
period. 

Failur e to r eceiv e such a r eminder in no w ay 
af fects the lia bility of  the borr ower , nor 
does it constitute g rounds for r educing a 
borr owerÕs Þne .  A fee of  $0.50 per day , per 
item will be cha rged to patr ons for BSU 
book s that a re past due , with a maximum 
Þne per book of  $15.00.  Other USM colleges  
and univ er sities hav e dif fer ent l oan per iods 
and fee policies , and you must inter act di -
rectly with those institutionsÕ libr ar ies.   

Lost or Da ma ged Book s

Borrowers should promptly report to the library 
that a book has been lost or damaged.  The library 
charges a fee of $50.00 for any book that is lost 
or damaged, plus a $15.00 processing fee, for a 
total of $65.00 per lost or damaged item.  Note:  
Within one year of the date for which an item 
was paid, if the borrower returns the lost item, a 
request for a $50.00 reimbursement may be made 
by presenting the item and a receipt of payment 
to the library.  The $15.00 processing fee is non-
refundable.

An item is considered lost 40 days after the due 
date.  The borrower will be notiÞed by mail of the 
change in status from an overdue item to a lost 
item.  Any borrower with numerous delinquent 
materials or excessive fees will incur a University-
wide stop placed on their borrowing record, pre-
venting borrowing from all USMAI libraries.  In 
order to regain full privileges, the borrower must 
pay all fees.  Please contact the Circulation De-
partment for information on paying fees.
